In conformity with AS 29, Provisions, Contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets issued by the
Institute of Chartered Accountants of india, the Bank recognizes provisions only when it has a present
obligation as a result of a past event, it is probable than an outflow of resources embodying economic
benefits will be required to settle the obligation and when a reliable estimate of the amount of the
obligation can be made. Bank is contingently liable for DEAF amounting Rs. 97.75 Lakhs.

B. NOTES ON ACCOUNTS:

1) The Bank is registered under The Gujarat State Co. Operative Societies Act. 1961.

2) Under normal business transactions the bank has not sanctioned loan to the members of the BOD.
However bank has extended a FDOD facility towards the relative of the directors which, during the year.
